• The part I  question paper will have questions of English & General  Knowledge,

The standard of question paper will be that of
10+2.  The part II question paper will have additional sections of Electronics,
Electrical and Mechanical.  The candidate will be required to attempt only one
of the sections, which will be as per the specialisation in which he has
completed the three  years Diploma.

entry.

 TRAINING  AND  INITIAL  ENGAGEMENT
� Enrolment Medical:  All short listed candidates, who qualify the interview at

INS Chilka, will have to undergo Final Enrolment Medical Examination at INS Chilka
prior to enrolment. Candidates found ‘‘unfit’’ during this medical examination will
not be enrolled for training. No ‘‘appeal’’ is permitted after the Enrolment Medical
Examination at INS Chilka.

� Training:   The training for the course will commence on 01 Feb 2010, with 9
weeks Basic Training at INS Chilka followed by 4 weeks of sea training.

SELECTION  PROCEDURE
� The application format  is given at the end of this advertisement. The selection

procedure is as follows:
